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TERROIR

Le Grand Enclos de Las Cases renferme un terroir d’une très grande
complexité. Issu majoritairement de graves du Quaternaire sur sous-
sol gravelo-sableux et gravelo-argileux, on rencontre également des
argiles plus ou moins profondes et compactes, parfois même
affleurantes. La proximité de la Gironde est responsable de cette
grande diversité de sols, créée au fil des périodes géologiques par
superpositions successives. De plus, le fleuve génère un microclimat
bien spécifique qui permet une maturité très précoce des raisins et
protège le vignoble du gel. Ce camaïeu de combinaisons géologiques
influe sur le développement de la vigne et sur la constitution des
raisins. Ce terroir incomparable offre au grand vin sa personnalité
unique.

MILLÉSIME 2010

Après avoir commencé par un mois d'avril chaud et très sec, le cycle
végétatif fut ensuite nettement ralenti par les températures fraiches
des mois de mai et juin. La fermeture de la grappe et la véraison se
déroulèrent parfaitement bien grâce aux conditions sèches et
ensoleillées de juillet et début août. La maturation du raisin bénéficia
de conditions exceptionnelles en août et en septembre.

The 2010 Léoville Las Cases has a clean and precise bouquet, beautifully
focused with blackberry, melted tar, cigar humidor and crushed stone
aromas. It gains intensity with aeration without ever losing its precision.
The palate is medium-bodied with lithe tannins, a fine bead of acidity, a
sense of abiding symmetry and detail as it fans out on the mineral-driven
finish. This is an absolutely awesome Saint-Julien with a long life ahead.

The aromas to his wine have a beautiful purity of raspberries, blueberries,
currants, and flowers that follow to a full body, with super integrated
tannins that are like the finest silk in texture. It shows elegant and pretty fruit
character and a reserve and finesse of such great years as 1989 and 1995.
The bright strong acidity gives a crunchy and creamy texture. This has a
tiny bit more Cabernet Sauvignon in the blend than 2009. Give it at least six
to eight years of bottle age.
