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TERROIR

Fugue de Nénin est produit a partir de vignes plantées sur des

terroirs argilo-sableux, qui conférent au vin une buvabilité plus
précoce, ainsi que de jeunes vignes situées sur le plateau de Pomerol.
Dans le contexte de l'appellation Pomerol, ou il est rare qu’un
domaine excéde 10 hectares, le Chateau Nénin représente une
surface majeure : jusqu’a 32 hectares de vignes en production. En
conséquence, son terroir comprend toute la diversité de sols qui
aractérise Pomerol. Il est principalement constitué de dépoéts
oligocénes recouverts de formations graveleuses alluviales de la
Dordogne ; des argiles et graviers siliceux, des quartz, des granites,

de la crasse de fer ainsi que des galets de basalte.

MILLESIME 2023

Le millésime 2023 a Nénin s’est distingué par une croissance
précoce de la vigne, une attention constante au vignoble et une
récolte menée avec précision. Aprés un hiver doux et un
débourrement précoce, la vigne a connu une croissance rapide,
nécessitant une grande réactivité dans les travaux viticoles. La
floraison fin mai a été homogeéne et vigoureuse. Le mois de juin, a la
fois chaud et humide, a augmenté la pression sanitaire. L’été,
marqué par des températures élevées et des pluies bien réparties, a

favorisé une maturation réguliére. Les vendanges ont commencéle 9

septembre et se sont poursuivies sereinement pendant trois
semaines. Le vin obtenu se distingue par son équilibre, sa fraicheur

et sa structure élégante : une expression fidele du terroir de Nénin.

THE WINE DOCTOR/CHRIS KISSACK

A blend of 93% Merlot and 7% Cabernet Franc, from parcels around the
chéteau and on the peripheries, as well as from young Cabernet Frane vines
on the plateau. The élevage is ten months, but using just 10% new oak, as
well as some larger foudres. It has a matt mulberry hue in the glass, and a

fresh nose of dried red cherry, white pepper and crushed white gravel. The
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palate has a charming presence, dry with a loosely composed core of red
cherry and cranberry fruits, draped across a peppery spindle of tannins.
Rather juicy in style, the modest grip which lurks beneath wrapping up the
finish. Sappy and washed with tannin in the end, but it works with the fruit,
and should be drinking shortly after release. The alcohol is 13.3% on

Deep garnet-purple in color, the 2023 Fugue de Nénin is a blend of 93%

Merlot and 7% Cabernet Franc. It gallops out of the glass with energetic
notes of juicy black cherries and black raspberries, followed by hints of
cinnamon toast, lilacs, and tree moss. Medium-bodied, the palate is soft and
juicy, with just enough freshness and a spicy lift on the finish. The alcohol is

Jean-Guillaume Prats explained that 2023 is a "Millésime de Riche’ (a rich
man’s vintage), and he is spot on because thosewith deep pockets could
afford to deploy their first-class viticulture teams repeatedly to combat
mildew throughoutthe year. Only those with full-time, well-drilled armies of
skilled workers stood a chance of making stunning wines. Theothers could
forget it, which is why I had to eject more wines than ever from my Report
this year. Of course, Nénin (part ofJean-Hubert Delon’s Léoville Las Cases
family) is one of the lucky ones, and the wines here are typically bright, silky
andalluring. As always, there is superb balance in Fugue, and the harmony
between the precocious fruit and the croquantefinish is perfect. This wine

will kick off early and sing the Nénin song with conviction.
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
