Clos du Marquis, dont le premier millésime est 1902, trouve son
origine dans le Petit Clos attenant au Chateau de Léoville Las Cases,
demeure du Marquis de Las Cases. Aujourd’hui, le cceur du terroir
du Clos du Marquis est principalement implanté sur le plateau de
Saint-Julien a 20 métres au-dessus du niveau de la mer, bordé de
célébres seconds Crus Classés. 1l se situe a 500 métres a I’Ouest du
Grand Enclos de Las Cases. Ces 40 hectares se composent de graves
du quaternaire, plus anciennes et plus fines que celles de I'Enclos. En
cette zone, le vignoble est composé de podzols humiques sur graves
sab]()-zn‘gi](susos. La présence importante de matiére organique en
surface confére également au Clos du Marquis sa typicité Saint-

Julien.

MILLESIME 2024

Le millésime 2024 démontre la résilience des vignes et I’engagement
des équipes techniques face a une nature exigeante. Un hiver humide
a constitué des réserves utiles, suivi d'un printemps pluvieux ou la
vigilance fut de mise face au mildiou. Les mois de juillet et aott, plus
secs, ont permis une bonne maturation des baies. Les vendanges ont
été menées avec précision, accompagnées d’un tri rigoureux, gage
d’un véritable choix qualitatif. Les Merlots brillent par leur éclat et
leur chair, tandis que les Cabernets offrent structure, profondeur et
élé

cgance. Un millésime sculpté avec soin et exigence, révélant toute

la noblesse des terroirs de Saint-Julien.

Ample in form with the fruit stretched more
broadly than for Le Petit Lion but with every layer finely detailed and
delineated. A considerable achievement even if its lacks a little of it
customary density and compactness. Open-textured. There is no mistaking
the slightly elevated acidity above all in comparison to the more solaire
recent vintages, but there is also no mistaking the quality of the tannins and

the gentleness of the extraction.

A blend of 65% Cabernet Sauvignon, 30% Merlot and 5% Cabernet Franc
that attained 12.9% alcohol, the 2024 Clos du Marquis unwinds in the glass
with notes of cassis, iris and pencil shavings, followed by a medium-bodied,
taut and incisive palate with good depth and persistence. It's a serious wine,

but it will require patience.

in the finish. The wine was made from a blend of 65% Cabernet Sauvignon,

30% Merlot, and 5% Cabernet Franc. 12.9% ABV. Drink from 2028-2042.

THE WINE DOCTOR/CHRIS KISSACK

The assemblage of the 2024 is 65% Cabernet Sauvignon, 30% Merlot and 5%
Cabernet Franc, picked at a yield of 32 hl/ha. This has been vinified in the
new Delon facilities, first picked into small baskets, managed by gravity in
the cellar, with no pumping at any time. There is less toast on the oak this
year, and more use of foudres here too. A sweet nose of fragrant red cherry
and plum. This surprises with a silky confidence at the start of the palate,
maintaining a charming and svelte texture through the middle, with a fine
grip of lightly grained tannins underneath. Beautiful fruit here, with vibrant
and elegant plum and silky cherry. This shows harmony in the finish, the
fruit and tannin fading together. This is a charming Clos du Marquis,
elegant and focused, which is a good result in the context of the vintage. The

alcohol is 12.9%.

Deep garnet-purple colored. Slowly unfurls to reveal notes of juicy
blackberries and raspberries, leading to an undercurrent of black currants,
violets, and menthol with a touch of bay leaves and wet slate. The light to
medium-bodied palate delivers racy red berry flavors and great tension,

framed by approachable, grainy tannins, finishing chalky.

The 2024 Clos du Marquis is a very pretty, aromatic Saint-Julien. Crushed

flowers, mint, lavender, white pepper and slate give the 2024 an attractive
upper register to match its mid-weight, nervy personality.

The 2024 Clos du Marquis was cropped at 32 hl/ha between September and
25 October 10. It matured in 50% new oak barrels for 16 months. This has an

expressive bouquet with blackberry, blueberry and light violet scents that
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lend it Margaux-like allure. The palate is medium-bodied with a citric entry
thanks to the acidity, edgy tannins and more black fruit laced with cedar
and graphite toward the finish. Give this three or four years in bottle. This is

slightly leaner, but it maintains focus.
