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TERROIR

LLe Grand Enclos de Las Cases renferme un terroir d’une trés grande
complexité. Issu majoritairement de graves du Quaternaire sur sous-
sol gravelo-sableux et gravelo-argileux, on rencontre également des
argiles plus ou moins profondes et compactes, parfois méme
affleurantes. La proximité de la Gironde est responsable de cette
grande diversité de sols, créée au fil des périodes géologiques par
superpositions successives. De plus, le fleuve génére un microclimat
bien ﬂ)é(*ifiquo qui permet une maturité trés précoce des raisins et
protége le vignoble du gel. Ce camaieu de combinaisons géologiques
influe sur le développement de la vigne et sur la constitution des

raisins.

MILLESIME 2024

Le millésime 2024 démontre la résilience des vignes et I’engagement
des équipes techniques face & une nature exigeante. Un hiver humide
a constitué des réserves utiles, suivi d'un printemps pluvieux ou la
vigilance fut de mise face au mildiou. Les mois de juillet et aott, plus
secs, ont permis une bonne maturation des baies. Les vendanges ont
été menées avec précision, accompagnées d’un tri rigoureux, gage
d’un véritable choix qualitatif. Les Merlots brillent par leur éclat et
leur chair, tandis que les Cabernets offrent structure, profondeur et
élégance. Un millésime sculpté avec soin et exigence, révélant toute

la noblesse des terroirs de Saint-Julien.

Sappy and lively, this is lightly framed, sleek in
terms of tannin finesse - good focus and direction from start to finish -
linear in texture but there’s a width of flavour that is really nice, slowly
expanding with crunchy red berry fruits and lots of florality too. Super
charming and this also has a touch of evocatism if you can believe that. Juicy
acidity, clean, taut, just so enjoyable to drink.

The assemblage is
62% Merlot, 34% Cabernet Sauvignon and 4% Cabernet Franc. | like the
sense of toast to the fruit on the nose, a pure core threaded with black
cherry and raspberry. This precedes a palate of finely delineated summer
berries, with a rich and sinewy grip of tannins. A rather smart second wine
here, with just a little touch of sap in the finish. It has a little development
potential, and the structure which rumbles on into the length will need some

time to resolve. The alcohol is 12.8%.
