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TERROIR

Le vignoble du Château Nénin s’étend d’un seul tenant à l’exception
d’une seule parcelle. Les vignes dédiées au grand vin du Château
Nénin sont plantées sur les plus grands terroirs argilo-graveleux du
plateau de Pomerol, sur environ un tiers du vignoble total. Dans le
contexte de l’appellation Pomerol, où il est rare qu’un domaine
excède 10 hectares, le Château Nénin représente une surface majeure
: jusqu’à 32 hectares de vignes en production. En conséquence son
terroir comprend toute la diversité de sols qui caractérise Pomerol.
Il est principalement constitué de dépôts oligocènes recouverts de
formations graveleuses alluviales de la Dordogne ; des argiles et
graviers siliceux, des quartz, des granites, de la crasse de fer ainsi
que des galets de basalte.

MILLÉSIME 2010

Après avoir commencé par un mois d'avril chaud et très sec, le cycle
végétatif fut ensuite nettement ralenti par les températures fraiches
des mois de mai et juin. La fermeture de la grappe et la véraison se
déroulèrent parfaitement bien grâce aux conditions sèches et
ensoleillées de juillet et début août. La maturation du raisin bénéficia
de conditions exceptionnelles en août et en septembre.

BETTANE ET DESSEAUVE / MICHEL BETTANE
Vin de grande classe, et de grand format, au nez merveilleux de réglisse, de
fleurs épicées, d'une étoffe somptueuse. Bref, ce qu'on attend d'un très beau
pomerol en très grande année et, surtout, aucune trace de surmaturité ou
de lourdeur alcoolique. Il donne une bonne idée du potentiel du cru.

VINOUS / NEAL MARTIN
The 2010 Nénin has a straightforward bouquet that leans more towards red
than black fruit, a touch of Chinese 5-spice developing with aeration, hints
of dark chocolate. The palate is medium-bodied with firm tannins and a fine
bead of acidity. It is not a complex Pomerol, but there is plenty of substance
with a lovely dark chocolate and truffle tinged finish that lingers in the
mouth. Drink now or keep for another decade. (...).(March 2020)

WINE ADVOCATE / LISA PERROTTI BROWN
(...) Deep garnet-purple colored, it charges out of the gate with bold Black
Forest cake, plum preserves and licorice scents followed by Chinese five
spice and potpourri nuances with a waft of fallen leaves. Full-bodied, the
palate has great richness and depth with firm, velvety tannins and just
enough freshness, finishing long and savory. (March 2020)

JANCIS ROBINSON / JULIA HARDING
Tasted blind. Deep garnet. Fresh and scented even though the fruit is
mature and shows some dried cherry and leather. Pretty dry on the palate,
the texture is fine but there's not quite enough fruit to fill out the structure.
The freshness seems to exacerbate the drying finish but I think this may still
improve. When it was unveiled, I could see that this is the obduracy of the
Delon house style that is still showing and I don’t think this has reached it's
peak so I extended the drinking window. (February 2020)

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DECANTER / JANE ANSON
The pencil lead precision of Nénin is clear, and this is an exceptionally good
wine. Has depth and sets the fruit alongside chocolate shavings and cut
herbs. Lots of power and softly brushed tannins with clear depth and a Left
Bank feel, as is often the case with this wine. (January 2020)

A wine that is deliciously perfumed from the 25% Cabernet Franc in the
blend. The wine has very ripe black fruits, with contrasting intense acidity,
toast and dark chocolate. It's powerful and concentrated, with good aging
potential.

This is deliciously plump, with blackberry and plum fruit at the core,
studded with lightly toasted spice and framed with a roasted vanilla bean
note.

THE WINE DOCTOR / CHRIS KISSACK
(...). There is sweet fruit on the nose, and lots of sweetness on the palate too,
countered by a layer of rather honeyed, coffee-tinged oak. It has a nice grip
underneath it though, with a grainy feel to it at the edge. It just lacks a little
definition in terms of its presence on the palate. There is a good freshness to
the fruit though. (April 2011)
